It certainly has been a most interesting
week for us, for you, and indeed, for all the
world. I’m talking about the first news we
heard when we turned on our radios or TV’s
on Monday morning and e A
heard the reports of :
Pope Benedict announc-
ing his resignation. It
was, and continues to be
a chilling and extraordi-
nary story for us as Ca-
tholics, and for all of the
world. If you heard the
announcement, you heard the reporter say it
is the first time in 600 years that a Pope re-
signed.

This decision by the Holy Father has open-
ed the floodgates of speculation about many
things in the Church and in the world, as well
as all aspects of the papacy and those who
would elect and can be elected. There is no
shortage of reporting and guessing and trying
to figure it all out.

Most interesting are the unbelievers and
those who know nothing about the Catholic
Church, as they treat it as if it were a worldly
institution of some kind. At this point, no one
knows anything for sure other than what the
Pope and his brother have said in statements.
He is resigning for health reasons, which pre-
vent him from completely fulfilling the awe-
some task of his office.

I can see and understand that. Also in this
current age, the papacy requires constant
and distant travel. We’ve heard from the

structed by his doctor to avoid lengthy travel,
which could cause more problems to his
health.

The speculation, rumors, and in some cases,
the downright babble, will continue on a daily
basis until the new Pope is elected, and then
probably even after. The thing we all need to
do is begin fervent prayer for His Holiness,
for the Church, for the world, for those
around us, and for our
very own souls. We need
to pray the prayer Jesus
gave to St. Faustina, “My
Jesus, I trust in Thee.”

In this “Year of Faith,”
which has been proclaim-
ed by Pope Benedict, and
during this time of the
Great Fast we need to strengthen our faith
and be strong and real true followers of Jesus
Christ. We pray for the health of the Pope
and we pray for peace in the world. We pray
for the salvation of our souls. We pray our
God will hold back His just punishment for
our sins. We pray for “change of heart.”

For now, we can only wait and see what will
develop and occur in the weeks ahead. We re-
member and believe that the Catholic Church
is the Church founded by Jesus Himself. This
Church is our guide to the Kingdom and our
source of nourishment and protection on our
journey there. One other thing to remember
is that nothing happens in or to the Church
without the knowledge and design of God.

And let us pray for the College of Cardi-
nals, who very shortly will be called to choose
the next Pope. In these trying, serious and
dangerous times they have an awesome re-
sponsibility. May the Holy Spirit truly be
their Guide; may they be blessed with forti-



tude, wisdom and righteousness to allow
that same Spirit to work in them as they
deliberate and decide on the next leader
of our Church.

On a much smaller scale, our eparchy
of Stamford continues working on our
Patriarch’s “Vision 20/20 — A Vibrant
Parish.” This week of February 10 has
been the time of the annual retreat for
our clergy. I’ve been excused this time
and so I am home writing to you on
Thursday evening as the Fathers are
making their way home from Wappingers
Falls, where the gathering was held. Even
though it was a spiritual retreat, I’m sure
they took time out from the praying to
deal with various administrative and
chancery matters, i.e., the business of the
eparchy. Members of our parishes will no
doubt soon be hearing of those deliberat-
ions and instructions. Always something
new and interesting, I always say.

I hope this letter finds you close to the
Lord. I pray you remain strong in your
Faith and continue to grow in that Faith.
And grow we must, no matter how old we
are! Our journey to the Kingdom de-
mands us to struggle, fight and grow in
our belief and in our call to our heavenly
home. And remember, it is not an ordina-
ry battle, but we are engaged in “unseen
warfare” with the evil one.

The power of prayer is beautiful, amaz-
ing and awe-inspiring. Did you ever ask
someone to pray for you, or for and inten-
tion of yours?

We need to pray
for those who don’t even ask us. So I tell

you, I think about you and pray for you
every day, especially when I celebrate the
Holy Liturgy. May our good God, who
knows our every need bless you, and give
you all you need unto salvation.

One week of the Fast is already gone.
How did you do? May the Lord bless your
endeavors and show you His Holy Resur-
rection. This is a blessed and grace-filled
time and we thank God for this great op-
portunity to “change our heart.” And the
Great Fast, Lent, is for everyone, no matter
how old they may be. All of us can pray,
fast and give alms, which are the keys to a
good and holy Lent.

Before I go I’ve got some sad news to re-
port.

The young woman received
her new kidney and the transplant was a complete
success. She goes on living with one healthy kidney;
very grateful to the donor she finally met after her
surgery. The story is one of incredible humanity and
love toward one’s neighbor, but the divine spark of
inspiration does not end here. The mother of this
young woman decides to donate one of her own
kidneys to someone else in need of a transplant,
someone that she never met before, following the
example of the man who saved her daughter’s life.
Her kidney was a perfect match for a mother of three.
It was a similar situation; her husband could not
donate one of his kidney’s to save his wife, because
he was not a match. And this young mother was living
on a dialysis machine, and unlikely to survive much
longer, until she underwent her transplant surgery,
receiving her new kidney - and their lives were forever
changed.

Josyf Slipyj was born On February 17, 1892 in Zazdirist, Ukraine in to a well to do
Christian family. Josyf was raised in such a way that he showed a remarkable
love of learning and of the things of God. From a young age Josyf was endowed
with a physical constitution of great strenth and a noble masculine beauty.

He graduated from his grammer and secondary school studies in Ternopil when
he was 19. Josyf then began his study of Philosophy at the University of Lviv
while living at at the diocesan seminary. At about this time his ambition to be a
university professor would impede his priestly vocation. Fortunately
Metropolitian Andrej Sheptyckyj bannished the young man's fears by sending
him for advanced studies at innsbruck in Austria. In 1919 he finished his stuidies
in Austria an was ordained a priest on September 30 of that year. The rest is
history. Amids our Nation- greatest among all Ukrainian greats like Taras
Shevtchenko, Lesja Ukrainka, and Ivan Franko, deep in our hearts we feel the
obvious - that the greatest of all greats was our brother, in his suffering
imitating Christ, and always in our hearts is Patriarch Josf Slipyj.
