(Cont) real, something true and everlasting. The
words of our Lord are not meant to merely suggest
His Beauty by association. They are intended to put
us in touch with something solid, powerful, and
living... both beyond and within ourselves. Jesus is
offering us to experience the movement of the Holy
Spirit, the river of His Living Love! This is the result
of our personal connection and intimate relationship
with the Lord. Christ is as real and alive today as He
was for His disciples before, and as distinct and alive
as the people closest to our lives. For no
experience is of any value to the Spirit, 7
if it does not embody the full and \
living nature of Christ! Through the
grace of the Holy Spirit, our
experience becomes replenished
by this Living River... and let it
not be in vain, so Christ may
shine through, as distinct and
powerful and beautiful over all.
Perhaps now, we may truly
hear the words of Jesus as they
beckon to our Spirits: "If anyone
thirst, let him come to Me and
drink"!  Our Lord's invitation is
universal, and imparts a Divine offering
to all. So let it be said that every person
who hears and accepts these words as Truth... may
come to Jesus and drink. But there is one condition:
YOU have to be THIRSTY! For all men thirst, but not
all men thirst for God! We are the very creation our
Lord has blessed and afflicted with chronic longing,
so this insatiable thirst of the soul may keep us
looking... until we truly know Christ! And then
having found Him, we may always turn to our Lord,
again and again... should we ever taste of other
springs and find them bitter. We were made of God,
and the very taste of our soul was made to relish
fellowship with the Son of God... and be quenched
by the Grace of the Holy Spirit! "If anyone thirst, let
him come to Me and drink"! Jesus is not with us in
a visible or tangible way. Coming to our Lord must
be an act of the heart. But what is this movement of
the heart? What is this drinking of the soul? We
often say, as we stand before some scene of great

beauty... that we are "drinking it in". But what do we
mean? We are implying that we have placed
ourselves in a position to behold such beauty. We
affirm its worth and we give ourselves up to it,
because we trust its beauty not to corrupt, but rather
to purify. In that way we "drink in" the scene. And
likewise, this is true in our relationship with the Lord.
We must first place ourselves in a position to behold
our Lord clearly. Our Lord's words are meant to
carry the living water, as an invitation through the
Holy Spirit... and the greatest affliction of
love, our heart and soul may ever thirst!
We rest in the certainty that these
words of our Lord speak the truth,
and drinking from His River will
never leave us empty! We do not
dispute our Lord's sincerity or His
image of Divine beauty, nor do we
call it unreal... for we have
witnessed its  breathtaking
splendor, in the tender actions
and thoughtful ways of others.
Those, our Lord has placed upon
our path... those, who have moved
us deeply...

We have each been promised the Holy
Spirit, who will bring to our remembrance
the Lord's abundant Grace, His living word, and the
blessed sacraments... but along with these, Jesus
has invited us to taste of His Living Water. And
blessed are we to crave this above all else... so we
too, may one-day stand tall in the Garden of our
Lord, and drink from His River of everlasting life!
And by giving to others and enhancing our own
spiritual growth, the Lord allows His Love to open
us, heals us, penetrates us, and makes us better able
to receive the Holy Spirit. But do not be content in
thinking that what you receive from Christ by faith
and give to others in love is just an emotional
experience. It is a Divine objective, and very real and
distinct from yourself. It is God the Holy Spirit! It is
our Lord who flows in by faith and flows out through
love! This should be of greatest comfort to our faith!
My prayer for us all is that God the Spirit may
continue to make us thirsty for Christ!

Descent of the Holy Spirit
(Good Samaritan Radio Program, 2001

The Holy Spirit can never urge us to do anything
against kindness, for if it did so it would be acting
against the Nature of God... as the Holy Spirit is the
sum of all compassion and goodness. The Lord has
made us as temples of the Holy Spirit, the fertile soil
which grounds the root of our souls... in an ever
deepening knowledge of true faith, and a ripening
blossom of our Lord's perfection. And moreover,
when our Lord moves us with tears of contrition,
compassion, and devotion... REJOICE, for we are
blessed to know the Lord has found us worthy to be
so moved by the Living Spirit of God. It is as St. Paul
writes, "The Holy Spirit, who prays for us, expresses
our pleas in ways we could never put into words".
Pentecost is a time of fruitfulness, of fullness, of
contemplation. For the Holy Spirit has been given to
us, to continue on earth the ministry our Lord began.
Through the Holy Spirit, we are clothed in the
garments of Grace... and able to one day, taste the
sweetness of Divine Life with God! The Holy Spirit
upholds the life of God deep within each of us, and
this Divine Power is the force that mysteriously
transforms our lives! As a musician and instrument
unite to produce sound, so is the living interaction
of the Holy Spirit within us... fashioned by the very
hand and breath of life, that our Lord instilled.

In today's Gospel reading, Jesus stood up and
proclaimed, "If anyone thirst, let him come to Me and
drink. He who believes in Me, as the scripture has
said, out of his heart shall flow rivers of living water".
Some images are compelling, comforting, and
riveting in faith. They confirm our desires and en-
large our hearts, upon this river of God's Grace!
Many people would like their heart to be a deep
mountain spring overflowing in rivers of living water.
But how may we obtain this much-needed replenish-
ment for the human heart and soul? Even before we
have a clear idea of this image our Lord has offered,
we yearn for it... we long to come to Him and drink!
This river provides fullness and completeness to the
point of overflowing.
