Please God, we’ll welcome them back
some March morning when we go outside to
scrape the frost off the car windows and we
will hear their unmistakable springtime love
songs.

Those robins come early and leave early.
With that, they are very different from the
hummingbirds who seem to linger till the
last minute, buzzing around the now mostly
empty, forgotten feeders in the neighbor’s
yard before finally making their decision to
head for the open skies and the long, hazard-
ous journey south. By the way it is highly
recommended to take down your humming-
bird feeders now so they won’t be tempted
and/or encouraged to linger here and



perhaps get into serious difficulty with a
sudden arrival of a cold blast.

I still hear the grasshopper playing his
fiddle in the meadow, so for today, we
won’t worry about snow shovels coming
down from the overhead of the garage,
nor about starting the ol’ snow blower
for the first time since last winter.
Rather, let’s just sit back and enjoy this
wonderfully spectacular time of the year.
Did you see the full, glorious moon this
week? Wow!

Fatﬁe’r R:?

Jesus tells us, “Love your enemies, hoping for
nothing to gain”. This is not a humanitarian and
superficial optimism; after all, a person is never
entirely bad; if exposed to the right environment and
influences, they can change for the better. There is
another thought which can inspire our attitude as
well: if God never ceases to do good to a sinner, if He
is always ready to open his arms to us, who are we
to dare to be stricter than God? Even in the greatest
sinner, the most hardened criminal, the image of God
is still present. What is important to
know is how the image of God in you and
me can meet the image of God in our
enemy - or in the one we consider to be
the wrong doer. God calls us to a deeper
love. Jesus teaches boldly and without
compromise, that we as His followers are
to love our enemies. Not just folks who
tend to rub us the wrong way, but our
enemy. Not just people who tend to
disagree with us, but our enemy. Listen again to the
words of Jesus: "Do good to those who hate
you. Bless those who curse you. Pray for those who
mistreat you. To him who strikes you on the cheek,
offer the other also; and from him, who takes away
your coat, do not withhold even your shirt." We may
find it hard to forgive our enemies, and yet loving
them is the only way we can ever hope to achieve the
mission which Christ has set before each of us today.

I read an article not too long ago about a twenty-
six-year-old woman, Amy Biehl, who had graduated
with a BA in international relations and had taken a
Fulbright scholarship to research women's rights
and fight segregation in South Africa. One day she
was driving through a village on her way to a
women’s shelter when she was pulled from her car
and stabbed to death by a mob in a township, near
Cape Town. It happened two days before she was
coming home to be reunited with her family and her
long-time boyfriend in California. She didn't know
that he was planning to ask her to marry him. It was
such a senseless tragedy, one that would unnerve

any parent let alone the devastation it must have
caused her family and friends. Two years later,
Amy's parents returned to the township where she
was killed and met with some of the families of the
men who murdered their daughter, to console them.
Yes, | actually said “to console them”. Four young
men had been sentenced for eighteen years for
Amy's murder. The Biehls came to witness their
testimony in front of the Truth and Reconciliation
Commission, during which the four men expressed
remorse and pleaded for amnesty. The Biehls
completely surprised everyone when
they actually supported their plea for
release. Somehow, they were able to
bury their anger, hurt, and hatred. Amy's
father died shortly after that trip, but
Amy's mother returned to South Africa
yet again, this time to forgive one of the
four killers, a man named Ntobeko. He
saw himself as a young freedom fighter,
growing up poor and segregated in
South Africa's townships, taught from childhood that
whites were the enemy. But Amy’s mother didn't just
forgive him. She gave him a job, and with a job, she
gave him a future. He works as a guide and peer
educator for AIDS awareness at the Amy Biehl
Foundation, which has programs in townships
outside Cape Town. He also travels the world with
Amy's mother to tell their story of forgiveness and
reconciliation. Amy's mother says that Ntobeko is
part of her family now. This might appear at first
glance as an extreme example of reconciliation, and
few of us would aspire to hold the reservoir of
forgiveness that Amy's mother seems to have. But in
light of today’s Gospel reading, it would suggest that
we have much to learn from Amy’s mother. | cannot
imagine having the strength to forgive someone who
murdered your own child, but | do know that Amy’s
mother not only forgave him, she also took him into
her home and made a life for him. Our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ, who took away from us the sting
of death upon the cross, would expect no less from
each of us.
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As Catholic Christians, one of the im-
plications of our belief in the Incarnat-
ion is that it matters how we treat
people in the here and now, and a res-
pect for the dignity of each human being
is at the core of our beliefs about abort-
ion and other life issues. Whether the
individual in question is a pre-born
child, a senior at the end of life, a con-
victed killer, or a person with disabili-
ties, how we treat each person reflects
our own humanity. There can be no

compromise with the standard Jesus set.
