The Apostle, St. Paul said of the whole human
race, "If while we were enemies we were reconciled
to God through the death of his Son, much more,
having been reconciled, we shall be saved by his
life" (Romans 5:10). In spite of what people de-
serve, in spite of how people respond, God contin-
ues to shower His love, both great and small, on
humanity. God's love is without limit. Jesus told
His disciples: for a believer to refrain from hating
his enemy is not enough. It is not %
enough for a believer to simply put up
with his enemies, ignore them, or even
refuse to retaliate - but Jesus calls us
to demonstrate love toward our ene-
mies. How we react to a situation can .
make a difference! So, love your ene-
mies: do good to those who hate you. But, accord
ing to Jesus, loving our enemies also means:
“Blessing those who curse you and praying for
those who mistreat you”. Even when Jesus took
the cross for our sins and was mocked and cursed
by the crowd of people gathered around him, He
said, "Father, forgive them for they know not what
they do". Jesus was praying and seeking for-
giveness for those who would put Him to death.
His prayer for His enemies was that God would
forgive them. Acts tells us the story of the death of
Stephen, the first Christian to die for his faith.
When he was stoned to death in the early days of
the Church: as the stones struck him, Stephen
knelt down and cried out in a loud voice, "Lord!
Do not remember this sin against them!" Again, his
prayer was for the forgiveness of those who would
stone him to death.

An old man once had an argument with his only
son. He tried to apologize many times but the
young man would not listen. The father never gave
up because he loved his son with all his heart, but
the son would not give in, because he was too
blinded by his pride. Years passed and as the man
lay on his deathbed, he made a final attempt to
reconcile with his son, but still his son would not

listen and so the father died with a heart full of grief.
A time came when this son also had a child, who
had now grown up into a young adult. To this child
he never mentioned his father and when his own
son asked about his grandfather he would tell him
never to mention him again. One day, they too were
both involved in a heated argument, tempers flared
and his son left angry as his father did many years
before. The man was extremely saddened and this
time he had no pride, but felt completely isolated.
7 He was afraid that he had lost his son for-
ever and for the first time after many years
he turned to God in prayer. At that moment
something filled his heart and he realized
how his father must have felt many years
ago. He remembered how he had hurt his
=% old man and only at that point did he real-
ize the extent of the hurt he must have caused him.
With these sad thoughts he fell asleep on the couch.
The next morning when he opened his eyes, he
found himself tucked in his bed and in front of him
stood his son. The man could not believe his eyes,
and the two hugged each other while they cried to-
gether. After many apologies, the young man ex-
plained that during the night he had a strange dream
that touched his heart. He dreamt that an old man
was hugging him, and as he embraced him, all his
hatred turned into love. The old man in the dream
then told him to forgive and forget. As soon as he
woke up he came running to his father's house. At
this point the man told his son that on the same
night, he too had learned an important lesson about
the mistakes he had made with his own father. He
then began to tell his son many wonderful things
about his grandfather, memories he had never
shared before, and the more he spoke the more his
heart overflowed with love. The man then went to
an old bookshelf and fetched his family album. He
picked an old photograph of his father and when the
son saw it, he was dumb-founded. The son then ex-
plained that the man in the photograph, the grandfa-
ther he had never seen, was the same old man he
dreamt of the night before.

Glory to Jesus Christ! Glory Forever! September 30, 2012 A.D.
Dear (say your name here for your very own personal letter),

Last Monday Presbytera Joanne and | scooted off to Pennsylvania to make a
quick visit with our family down there. And as we began our return early Tuesday
morning we saw him. Yep, there he was, dressed in his finest “sprarklies” as he caused
the morning light around him to dance and glisten all over the countryside. Yep, there he
was, good ol” Jack Frost making his first appearance of this new Fall season down there
in Cambria County, Pa. We know the message, and what he will eventually bring, but it
was real nice to see him again.

Even though “Jack” made his appearance, and he is the first sign of the coming
winter, the mountains and fields are absolutely gorgeous. Many of the corn and pumpkin
fields still wait their final harvest and cutting. The Golden Rod and Wild Asters have the
entire route from Buffalo to Alum Bank lined with all their color and majesty. Some roll
out the red carpet...some roll out the gold and purple. The trees have only begun to turn
color, but the bright sunshine of Monday and Tuesday was icing on the cake for the
beauty of the trip. Every mountain and hill was aglow with color. “Glory to God!”

I probably won’t be able to resist telling you about the sights of the highway next
week when | write as we go on our annual “Fall Foliage Tour.”

At that time, we began our discussions regarding the upcoming Sobor 2013,
as well as the program, “The Vibrant Parish-a place to encounter the living Christ,” as
announced by our Patriarch Sviatoslav last December.

Your next week’s letter will probably contain a few lines both about the events of
Fall Clergy Days, and most likely, also about the scenery and the trip. We’ll be off as
early on Monday morning as we can “get it all together,” and hope to get back into action
around here on Thursday sometime.

Always when | write to you, | think of you and your particular situation and the
circumstances of your life. | remember those of family or friends who are in trouble, or in
the hospital, or in the nursing home, or live alone. | remember those who have reposed
and those who grieve for them. | remember those who have new babies and those who
have been recently baptized. | remember the joyous days of your birthdays and
anniversaries. And | pray for you!

Yesterday as | was on the website of the Eparchy of Toronto | came across a letter
written by the son of one of our deacons in Toronto. The boy wrote about a serious car
accident in which his Dad and Mom, Father John Ratusny and his wife, Diakonissa Josie
were involved. According to the son’s letter, his parents were “T-boned” at an
intersection in West Toronto when another car failed to stop at an intersection and
smashed into them. Diakonissa Josey is in ICU with head trauma and other injuries.
Father John is to be released, having suffered other injuries and broken bones. They both
have a long road to recovery, but as the son said, “They are happy to be alive.”



I’m telling you this primarily so that you will whisper a little prayer for them.
Again that incredible “mystery of Life” is there before our faces. If they would have only
stopped to tie a shoe, check to be sure the garage was locked, or maybe even sneezed,
would their lives be different today? We certainly must believe that we are always in the
hands of our loving God.

One of the final lines in the report from the son said that his father was sent home
with two broken bones in his leg and ankle to await surgery! Yes, you read that
correctly. His treatment for broken bones is scheduled!! Canadian medical care has often
been marked by delays and hard to get medicine and treatment. | know of a man who fell
off his garage roof, got hurt enough for them to call 911 and take him to the hospital. He
was released with the instructions to return in nine days for a Cat-scan, “as you may have
internal injuries.” This is the medical care coming to your locality in the near future!!!

And since we’re speaking of that, this is the time of year when all the medical
insurance groups are sending out there info with pricing and options to change etc.
Thanks God, | am blessed with mostly good health and no prescriptions so my bill has
been reasonable. However, it will be raised at least $750 in January ’13. When that big
book comes from your particular group or plan, don’t pitch it into the recycle bin until
you find out what the cost of your medical plan will be in the coming year. Yeah,
‘Affordable Care.” That stuff has been a lie all along, but now the lies are about to be
made very clear. Death panels anyone?

As always, | encourage you to pray for God’ blessing and protection of our
beloved country. On Wednesday September 26 in approximately 320 cities across the
nation and around the world the latest “40 Days for Life Campaign” was begun. The 40"
day will be November 4, two days before Election Day. This is a time when we are asked
to pray and fast and, if we are able, even to go out and publicly, as we pray for an end of
the holocaust of abortion that ravages our land.

Saturday, September 29 marks the first day of a prayer initiative begun by
EWTN, “Novena to the Mother of God for the Nation.” This novena (prayer for nine
days) will be televised at their masses each day from the 29™ of Sept. to Oct. 7. By the
way their daily Mass is at 8am live, with reruns at noon, 7pm and midnight.
