Dear

Good Day, to you my Dear One! On this Wednesday,
December 2 as | begin my letter to you, | am
remembering some of the words | wrote last week,
‘Happy Thanksgiving!” If you recall, | wrote your
‘Thanksgiving Letter’ early last week, and because of

| wanted to happen. Well, | am super happy to report that
it did! We had an absolutely blessed time with our family
and our parishioners. The meal was outstanding and the
‘Meal” in the Church was sublime! The house was
beautifully decorated, and the church also was gorgeous
with the icon of Thanksgiving (that would be the “Healing
of the Ten Lepers”) and special ‘harvest display’ and the
extremely colorful fall flowers! Beautifull We did indeed
shed the tears for those away from us, but the Lord
quickly dried them with His presence among us and with
His glorious promise of Eternal Life. One day we will all
be together again! And we gave thanks for all the
blessings of our good and loving God!

The days of last week were indeed as one beautiful
day of giving thanks to Almighty God. | told you before
that | so appreciate our American Thanksgiving because
of the way we keep it in this country. It is held as not one
day only, but really from Wednesday night when the
family begins to gather, right up until Sunday night when
they return to their homes and schools. We were able to
consecrate this entire time between our parish Liturgy of
Thanksgiving, which we served on Tuesday, and our
regular Sunday Liturgy last week. These days of giving
thanks were, as if they were one day, between the
bookends of the Holy Liturgy at the start, and at the
finish. We wished each other a blessed Thanksgiving
right up to Sunday! It was great!

Do you know our Thanksgiving Day never ends? The
celebration of Thanksgiving Day, the last Thursday in
November, may be over for 2015, but the best part of all
is that our days of Giving Thanks need not ever end,
must never end. Do you know the word “Eucharist”,

coming from the Greek, actually means “Thanksgiving?”
We are people of the Eucharist and so, we are always
and everywhere, people of Thanksgiving. We cannot
ever stop extolling and praising our God for all His
blessings bestowed upon us. Always and everywhere,
we give Him thanks and glory! Yep, every day is
Thanksgiving Day!

As | said above, I'm writing to you on Wednesday,
December 2. It is again a tragic and horrific day in the
United States as there has been yet another mass
shooting, this time in California. Writing to you this
afternoon, at this time no one is quite sure what has
happened as regards the killers and their motives. One
thing is sure, there are at least 14 people known to be
dead, and ‘dozens’ injured, some of them seriously.
Once again, the face of Evil is clearly seen on the
landscape of our land! When you read this I'm sure there
will be more and clearer information about what has just
occurred. As of right now, the reporters are scrambling
and babbling and asking their questions. So sad...so
sad! And we PRAY!

| believe the answer to all this death and destruction is
really quite simple: Jesus Christ. Yes, Jesus Christ and
His gospel. His gospel of Life and of Love. We have been
warned for over 30 years now by people such as Fr.
Corapi, Mother Theresa, St. John Paul Il, Pope Benedict
and many talk show hosts reflecting the thoughts of the
American people, plus countless others, clergy and laity,
about how the United States is on a slippery slope to
destruction. They warned us a long time ago, that unless
we changed our ways and returned to a respect of the
Lord our God, and to respect for life, there would only be
death and destruction ahead. | think | remember the
Most Holy Mother saying these things in almost every
one of her appearances whenever she has come to
plead for repentance of the world. So now as we wring
our hands, and cry about “yet another killing” we are
indeed reaping what has been sown.

Yes, all this really took a drastic turn downhill on
January 22, 1973 when the Supreme Court in the Roe
vs. Wade decision made “abortion on demand” the law
of the land.

attacked, our spiritual leaders, certainly inspired by the
Holy Spirit, began immediately to speak out against this.

Unless we come back to valuing every life, from
conception to natural death, we indeed are doomed to
this violent destruction as a nation. It's
happening right before our very eyes
because so many of us have chosen
our own selves rather than considering
whatis good and right. What would this
country be like, if the majority of the
people had voted for good, and right
ideas and agendas, those that truly
reflect values of goodness for all? But
no, we got what we got... elections
have consequences! And don’t anyone
tel me I'm mixing religion and
politics... this is about good and evil!
This is about Life or Death! St. Paul
told the Ephesians, and now he tells
us, “Awake, O Sleeper, and arise from
the dead, and Christ shall enlighten
thee.” And as God, the Lord, through
Moses, told the Hebrews of old, “Now
listen! Today | am giving you a choice between life and
death, between prosperity and disaster.” (Deut. 30:15)
And He also says to them, and to us, “..in that |
command you today to love the Lord your God, to walk
in His ways..to keep His commandments and His
statutes and His judgments, that you may live and
multiply and that the Lord your God may bless you...”
Even now in these very moments as | write, the Senate
is considering a bill, H.R. 3762. This is a bill, already
passed by the House, and would make Planned
Parenthood ineligible for participation in the Medicaid
program. This bill needs 51 senators to approve and
have it sent to the President's desk. Of course, he has
vowed to veto it, should it get that far. However, Fr. Frank
Pavone of Priests for Life tells us, “But just getting this
bill to his desk, would be a tremendous victory,
because then, it forces him and his entire party to explain

their actions, which are out of step with the American
people.” | cannot exactly agree with Fr. Frank. | think the
bill. must be passed and then the veto must be
overturned. Surely there are still enough good, life-loving
individuals in that senate of ours! We'll see.....we pray!

In all this we plead for God’s mercy and He will always
be with us.

In today’s parable, Jesus tells us about a wealthy Master
who prepares a great banquet feast and issues invitations to
those He has chosen to share in His feast. The chosen
guests had made their commitments to come, so next the
Master sent out his servant to inform the guests that the meal
was prepared and it was time de 2
to come, but each of the
guests one by one, made a last
minute excuse for why they
could not attend the banquet
feast. Christ too, was sent out
into the world to prepare us for
our Heavenly Father’s
Kingdom, and sadly, many
people chose to ignore his
teachings or failed to accept
his invitation to ‘come and

We have been invited to work out our salvation, knowing and
trusting that it is God who is working through each of us.
Yet, we often search for excuses to avoid our commitments,
even when people need us the most. How about the friend
or family member we committed to help. And when that day
came, we found somethlng else that we wanted to do, so we
“Sgmam made an excuse. Or how

A about that person who was

sick in the hospital, and we
knew that we should either
call or visit them, but we
excused ourselves because
we were just too busy. How
about the people in need we
pass on the street and do
nothing to help, because we
assume that someone else
will  provide for them.

follow him’. The truth is that _
we all have a tendency to make excuses to our family, our
friends, and even ourselves. But we forget that God is the
One who is inviting us and so often we excuse ourselves
from Him. Moses tried to do that. ‘God, | am slow of speech
and tongue. How can | possibly lead your people? To which
God replied, ‘Who gave man his mouth? I will help you speak
and teach you what you are to say’. And in essence, God
was saying to Moses that there is no excuse for refusing His
invitation. But still, we make excuses when we become
preoccupied with something else. And perhaps all these
excuses have good reasons in the right context; but their
importance pales in comparison to the value of our own
relationship with God and the place in which we desire to
spend Eternity.

It always amazes me how every year people make the time
to stand in long lines on Black Friday waiting to get the
perfect gift at the best price, but when was the last time, if
ever, you saw people standing in line waiting to get into
church? Every Sunday we have an open invitation to the
House of God, and yet so many people make excuses about
not having enough time to come and worship in the Church.
Somehow, while living in a society where we have so much,
we have moved away from desiring what we really need — a
genuine relationship with our Lord! Jesus gives us deep
insight into the many blessings that result from having a
relationship with God. If we know God and abide in Him, a
certain set of priorities will guide our lives. And the Bible
assures us that if we live by this precedence - we will live at
peace with God and with one another. It is not enough to
admire the precepts of the Bible; we must also have a deep
desire for the person of the Bible - our Lord, Jesus Christ.

Perhaps there are even times
when we attempt to use our excuses on God, as if we believe
that our Lord will not see through our selfishness.

In today’s parable, no longer shrouded in images and
prophecies we have been given a clear picture of what God
has prepared for us. When we receive the bounty of Christ
through the Eucharist, we are given the perfection and
holiness we need to be loved by God and to love one another.
At God’s great banquet we are also given living water to
drink, which restores and invigorates us, as the Holy Spirit
directs our lives of service to God. Course after course of
spiritual food is set before us at God’s feast of salvation. But
so often we make light of the fact that God’s great banquet is
free, it lasts forever, and each and every one of us are invited
to attend. Those in the parable, who were first invited and
later refused to come, represent the general rejection of
many people to the teachings of the Gospel. We are quick to
make excuses, yet slow in our approach to Christ. But the
good news is that the invitation is still here, and we are free
to accept it at any time. “Those who are first will be last and
those who are last will be first.” When our excuses, our
earthly concerns and possessions take priority over our
relationship with God, they eventually catch up with us. How
many times have we neglected our invitations, whether it was
a regular “get together” with our friends or a “set in stone”
obligation with our family? We all have moments when we
sometimes neglect the meaning behind the invitation - to
build even stronger relationships with the important people
in our lives.

During my childhood, we had a standing invitation to go to
my grandparent’s house every Sunday afternoon. We would
come home from Church and have our big meal at lunchtime,



before we made the drive to ‘Kaiser town’ from Grand Island.
No matter how busy the weekly schedule became, we always
made time to see grandma and grandpa. It was a top priority
when | was a kid, and one which | feel many families could
most certainly benefit from today. Spending time together
as a family! We developed a habit of having a light supper
with my grandparents; whether it was pizza or sandwiches,
and this gave grandma and grandpa time to hear about all of
our exciting escapades during the week. When our car pulled
in their driveway, my sister and | would rush inside and
nearly flatten them with our enthusiastic welcome as we
rushed to the cookie jar. You see, my grandma made the
world’s best chocolate chip cookies. My sister and | would
nearly trample my grandparents rushing into the kitchen to
get those prized cookies. And then, after we devoured a few
with a tall glass of milk, we would settle down and finally
spend some quality time with grandma and grandpa. Not
until years later did | think about how it must have felt for my
grandpa and grandma to see their grandchildren rush right
past them to get a hold of some of those delicious chocolate
chip cookies. The invitation was there to spend time with
them, but often that took second over the mad dash to the
cookie jar. There is love in every invitation, whether we
choose to accept this love or become more preoccupied by
other things, the love is always there. |think back and hope
that my grandparents always knew that they came first, and
not the cookies, but sometimes it takes our coming into
adulthood to realize what really matters. Nearer to the end of
their lives, | certainly had many more visits and discussions
with grandma and grandpa, only the cookie jar remained full
as | found myself less interested in reaching for that tasty
treat and more inclined to lend my ear to all the things that
they would share with me. | came to understand that the
cookies were just a highlight and not the real invitation.
Participation in the Kingdom of God requires an effort on
our part. God offers us the invitation to come and know Him
better, but are we too busy to devote time with Him to prayer?
Do we come to Church with our families, but during the
services are we thinking about what we have to accomplish
that day or are we focused on the Word of God? What is our
intention? We have the invitation to spend time with God, but
we rush for the cookie jar, the new car, the bigger house, the
better job, and forget about the One who gave us everything
that we have. “Verily, | say unto you that none of those who
were invited shall taste a morsel of my food" (Luke 14:24).
This is most certainly a sobering thought, to consider that at
any moment we can make excuses that may very well take
us away from God; excuses that remove us as children of His
Heavenly Kingdom. The guests in today’s Gospel reading
had received their invitations, the first through the law and

the prophets and the second in the person of Jesus, and they
still would not accept it. | suppose there are many excuses
given for not responding to the Word of God, but the man
that is giving the banquet (God) is more important than any
excuse we could ever come up with. The invitations to the
Kingdom of God went out to us the moment we were first
conceived. The Lord has always wanted a relationship with
us; He has loved us like no other can. In a world where not
everyone is free to publically accept this invitation of Christ,
to celebrate and share in His Word, how sad is it that those
who do have their religious freedom still choose not to
accept the gift of salvation. God took all of our excuses away
when He sent His Son to be crucified on the cross. Salvation
is not something that we have to work for; salvation is a gift
of grace, a freely given personal invitation for each of us to
accept, from our Lord and Savior, Himself. My brothers and
sisters, as we continue our journey through this time of
Advent, through our Church’s Christmas Fast, let each of us
be mindful of the words of Christ from today’s Gospel: “For
truly blessed is the man or woman who shall feast in the
Kingdom of God.”
